Martin J. Adelman is the Theodore and James Pedas Family Professor of Intellectual Property and Technology Law;
Co-Director of the Intellectual Property Law Program; Co-Director of the Dean Dinwoodey Center for Intellectual Property
Studies at The George Washington University Law School. Earlier, Professor Adelman had been a professor of law at
Wayne State University Law School, and practiced as a patent attorney in the Detroit area. The current focus of his teaching
is in the field of patent law.
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Hiroshi Akimoto is the president of Intellectual Property Strategy Network Inc. He complete his Ph.D. in pharmacology at
Tokyo University in 1970 and studied at University of Pennsylvania from 1970 to 1972. Dr. Akimoto joined Takeda
Pharmaceutical Company Ltd. in 1970 and served in a variety of posts, including as Director of drug discovery research
institute and Managing Director in charge of IP Division. He was appointed in 2008 as Special Advisor of Japan
Pharmaceutical Manufacturers Associations and chairman in charge of IP committee of Japan Bioindustry Association. In
2009, Dr. Akimoto founded Intellectual Property Strategy Network Inc. and became its president.
